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COUNTRY REPORT - GRENADA

The Grenada Ports Authority is the agency responsible for the administration ofthe

Shipping Act No. 47 of 1994. The General Manager of the Ports Authority is also the

Director of Maritime Affairs/Registrar of Ships and Seamen. Other officers appointed

under the Shipping Act are also employees ofthe Ports Authority. As such the

Maritime Administration is being led by a cadre of employees within the Ports

Authority's Marine Dep~ent.

Grenada's Registry of ships currently consists of a total of fifty-four (54) vessels,

excluding fishing vessels. These fifty-four vessels account for a total of3,354.33

Gross Tons. There are no convention size vessels on the Registry. Some vessels are of

traditional build. Fifteen (15) vessels or 28 % of Grenadian registered ships, which

account for a total of 1,771.21 Gross Tons, are engaged in short international voyages.

The other thirty-nine (39) vessels which account for 1,583.12 Gross Tons are not

ordinarily engaged in international voyages.

The Shipping Act requires the Registrar of Seamen to keep a register of all Grenadian

seamen engaged on Grenadian and foreign flag ships. Since assuming responsibility

for administration of the Shipping Act, in 1997, the Ports Authority had not been able

to compile a register of Grenadian seafarers. Therefore, information on the number of

seafarers (Grenadian and foreign) working on Grenadian ships, and Grenadian

seafarers working on foreign flag vessels, is not available. Information on seafarers

who have been issued STCW certificates is also not available.

With regard to the inspection of ships, Grenada does not have any formal agreement

with Classification Societies or Recognised Organisations for the conduct of flag state

inspections.
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
